How to sew standard pillowcases

Materials: 

· if the design goes in all different directions (i.e., there is no defined top or bottom to the design), you need 1 yard of fabric

· if the design goes in one direction, get 1 ¼ yard of fabric

FINISHED SIZE:


CUTTING TEMPLATE (if the design goes all over). Note: you will be cutting on the fold







5/8" seam allowances included

Directions: 

· Sew the long side and one short side using a French seam (sew with WRONG sides together using a ¼" seam. Press. Turn inside out so RIGHT sides are facing each other. Press. Stitch using a 3/8" seam. This will create a pretty, enclosed seam). 

· The remaining short end is the pillow cuff. Fold over ½" and press. Fold over an additional 3" and press. Stitch using a 1/8" or ¼" seam, whichever suits your fancy.

IF YOUR FABRIC has a design going in one direction, things will be slightly different. Instead of cutting on the fold, you will cut two pieces (because otherwise, your pattern would be upside down on one side). The pieces will be 20 5/8" by 33 5/8". Sewing instructions are the same, but you will sew BOTH long sides and the short side. Make sure your design is going in the correct direction!
